Asyou may recall Jim had requested the club members
donate any horseshoes that they have dug. Jim cleaned
these and donated them to a very specia group. Thanks
Jimfor al of your efforts. Below is aletter that Jim was
asked to forward to the club.

Gentlemen,

Just want to say thank you for the
horseshoes you have collected for the
Cobb County Special Olympics
Equestrian Team. The young people
involved love everything horses, and the
horseshoes give them a sense of history
and of the part Cobb County has played
in this nation®@history.

Let me give you aflavor of what Special
Olympics was like this year. The
equestrian event is held separately from
all the other State Special Olympics
events. Thisyear it wasin Perry,
Georgia, and the weather was beautiful.
There were approximately 150
participants. There were fewer horses
than that, because some horses are used
for more than one rider. Some of the
horses are ridden Western for one kid,
then English for the next. They are
versatile horses, not easily spooked, and
willing to take a carrot from anyone
regardless of race, color, or religion.
People from all over the state brought
horses. My daughter leases her horse
(yes, you can lease an animal!). One
young man from Cobb has been to the
International Special Olympics. Some
others were on a horse for the first time
this year. Two riders from Cobb werein
wheelchairs. Their trainers are probably
like many of you, not afamily member
of any of the kids, just nice people who

wanted to do something special for
young people -- who are trying to make a
life for themselves without benefit of
some of the mental and physical
resources we take for granted.

When an event is over and the medals
are announced, everyone scurries over to
the awards area. Someone from the
Sheriff®@ Department hands out the
awards. They have astand like the "real
Olympics" (although who isto say which
isthe "rea thing"?). For first, second,
and third place, they get medals and for
fourth, fifth, and sixth, they get ribbons,
and then they all stand proudly while the
"Olympic song" is played on aCD
player.

Because of the danger inherent in being
around a 1200 Ib. animal, generally the
riders are higher functioning, but they all
have some problem. Sometimes they are
obvious, sometimes not so obvious. But
united they are a sweet, fun-loving group
of kids who want to ride horses all day
and dance at the Saturday night party
until they are exhausted. And they go
home holding their souvenir horseshoe
so they can dream sweet dreams of
beautiful horses and riding without
handicaps.

We thank you for your interest and
concern in our group of riders.
